PLANNING OPINION: This application would sever a 1.2 ha (3 ac) lot with an existing
office/house and shop in a Prime Agricultural area, together with a hydro easement benefitting
the retained lands (file B24/16). A 39.9 ha (99 ac) agricultural parcel would be retained with an
existing dwelling. This application has been submitted under the surplus farm dwelling policies.

This application is not consistent with Provincial policy and would not conform to the Official
Plan policies for surplus farm dwelling severances. The dwelling identified on the survey sketch
which forms the basis for the application appears to be the former scale house for the
aggregate operation/contractor’s office. No building permit has been issued for a residential
dwelling or unit within the building or the septic system identified.

If the application is approved we would recommend that the following matters are addressed
as conditions of approval:

a) That zoning compliance for the severed parcel can be addressed to the satisfaction of
the Township of Wellington North;

b) That the Extractive Industrial zoning is removed from the property to the satisfaction of
the Township of Wellington North;

c) That safe driveway access can be provided to the satisfaction of the County
Engineering Service Department.

PLACES TO GROW: No issues.

PROVINCIAL POLICY STATEMENT (PPS): The creation of new residential lots in prime
agricultural areas shall not be permitted, except in accordance with policy 2.3.4.2(c). According
to this policy, lot creation in prime agricultural areas may be permitted for a residence surplus to
a farming operation as a result of farm consolidation, provided that there is a restriction against
new residential dwellings on any vacant farmland parcel created by severance. Farm
consolidation is defined as the acquisition of additional farm parcels to be operated as one farm
operation.

Minimum Distance Separation 1 (MDS1) is not applicable to surrounding livestock facilities as
MDS1 is not applied to a proposed lot with an existing dwelling when that dwelling is already
located on a parcel of land separate from the subject livestock facility (Guideline 8).

WELLINGTON COUNTY OFFICIAL PLAN: The subject property is designated Prime

Agricultural and Core Greenlands. According to Section 10.3.4, a severance may be considered

for an existing residence that is surplus to a farming operation as a result of farm consolidation,

provided that:

“a) the remaining vacant farmland is large enough to function as a significant part of the

overall farm unit; and

b) the result of removing the surplus dwelling from the farm does not render the
remaining farmlands difficult or inefficient to farm; and

c) the amount of good farmland retained with the surplus house is kept to a minimum
size needed for residential purposes, taking into consideration environmental and
topographic features; and

d) the surplus residence is habitable and is not expected to be demolished by a future
owner; and

e) the Minimum Distance Separation formula will be met; and

f)  the vacant parcel of farmland is rezoned to prohibit a residential use.

The intention of this policy is to allow farmers to reduce their costs of acquiring additional
farm parcels, where the impact on existing and future farm operations can be kept to a
minimum.”

The “existing dwelling” identified on the survey sketch appears to be the former scale house for
the aggregate operation/contractor’s office. A building permit was issued for a shed in that
location, but not for a residential dwelling/unit or the septic system identified. As the severed
property does not contain a legal residential dwelling, we do not consider it to qualify for a
surplus farm dwelling severance.

LOCAL ZONING BY-LAW: The subject property is zoned Agricultural (A), Extractive Industrial

Hi Jana,

The Ministry of Natural Resources and Forestry (MNRF) Guelph District Office can confirm receipt of the
861467 Ontario Inc. applications for consent (File No: B24/16 and B25/16). County Planning Staff have
requested that the MNRF review the application for any species at risk information that may be
relevant for the subject property. The MNRF has had an opportunity to review the species information
and records for the area, and can offer the following technical comments for consideration.

MNRF Comments

The Ministry notes that there are records for Eastern Meadowlark and Bobolink on and/or adjacent to
the subject property. However, because the province has not been surveyed comprehensively for the
presence of listed species, the absence of records for other species at risk is not an appropriate
indicator for the absence of species at risk from an area. Bobolink and Eastern Meadowlark are listed as
threatened under the Endangered Species Act (ESA), and they receive individual and general habitat
protection under the Act.

Please be advised that the creation of a new lot (consent application) under the Planning Act would not
require an authorization under the ESA. Any development or activities however, that would be
permitted through the creation of a new lot (e.g. new single detached dwelling) may require an
authorization under the Act if it would kill, harm, or harass a listed species, or damage or destroy
protected habitat.

If suitable habitat for Bobolink and Eastern Meadowlark is present, and may be impacted by
development within the proposed severed lot, the MNRF recommends that a survey be completed to
confirm presence or absence of the species. This survey would help to inform the potential implications
of the ESA.

Both Bobolink and Eastern Meadowlark are included under Section 23.6 of Ontario Regulation 242/08.
Under Section 23.6, certain activities may be allowed that would impact these species, provided the

requirements of the regulation are followed. It is also recommended that the regulation be reviewed

and implemented by the landowner as appropriate if occupied habitat for these species may be
impacted.

The Ministry hopes that the above technical comments on the ESA are of assistance. It may also be
appropriate to provide these comments to the applicant for their review. MNRF staff can provide
recommended survey protocols for Bobolink and Eastern Meadowlark on request.

However, the frame garage on the
adjacent parcel appears to have a setback of 0.02 m and 0.31 m, and does not appear
to meet the current interior side yard setback requirements 3.0 m, nor appear to have
legal non-conforming status, as MPAC indicates the detached garage was built in 1970,
under the Township of Guelph Zoning By-law 20/67, which requires a 3 ft (0.91 m)
interior side yard setback. A Minor Variance is required to recognize the reduced interior
side yard setback on the adjacent parcel, or demonstration that the garage was legally
constructed in accordance with the regulations at the time.

The lot frontage on the retained parcel does not meet the minimum lot frontage of 30.0
m under Section 6.2.8.2 of By-law 57/1999. However, a minor variance, through
application A2/98, was granted in 1998 for the reduced lot frontage of the retained
parcel, when it was originally severed.

The proposed lot line adjustment meets the requirements of the Official Plan and Zoning
By-law subject to confirmation that the severed parcel and adjacent property have been
merged on title, and resolution of the reduced interior side yard on the adjacent
property.

Please find enclosed an application for a lot line adjustment severance on the above-mentioned
property. Included with this submission are copies of the severance sketch, completed application form,
the required deeds, a cheque to Wellington County for $1,025 and a cheque to the GRCA for $380.
Addresses of neighbouring properties have been email to you directly from the Township.

Proposal:
The proposal is to increase the width of the property at 229 Barden Street (PIN 71183-0165) owned by

Richard LAY and Virginia WISENER by acquiring a 1.5m strip to the south currently owned by Richard
LAY’s company, Building and Environment Engineering Ltd. (PIN 71183-0166). Mr. Lay intends to sell
225 Barden Street and would prefer to own this 2.5m strip where the well servicing his dwelling is
located instead of just having an easement.

The proposed severed parcel is currently subject to an easement in favour of 229 Barden Street for
access and use of the well. The easement, also the severed lands, has a width of 1.5+tm, depth of 16+m,
and an area of 40m? The intent of the proposed severance is to allow unrestricted access into the future
for the maintenance and use of the existing well servicing 229 Barden Street. The existing property line
is 1.2+ m from dwelling #229 and adding the easement lands to the property creates a side yard of 3.7+
m. This side yard allows for vehicle and equipment access to the side and rear of #229. Because of the
topography and existing features at the north side of the property, there is no vehicle/equipment access
through that side yard.

The dwelling at 225 Barden Street is serviced by an existing well on the south side of the property. The
existing side yard on the south side of the dwelling is 8.5+m and allows plenty of access to the rear yard.

The effect of the new location of the property line effects three zoning requirements that will need to be
addressed by minor variances. We have also identified three existing non-conforming items that are not
affected by the severance.

Section 10.6.3 of the Wellington County Official Plan states that “Lot line adjustments may be permitted
where there is no adverse effect provided that basic lot patterns in an area are not unreasonably
altered.” The proposed lot line adjustment is administrative in nature as the intent is to ensure permanent
ownership of the well servicing the existing dwelling. We express the opinion that the effect of the lot line
adjustment is minimal and does not unreasonably alter the lot fabric.

The Grand River Conservation Authority (GRCA) has no objection to the severance of a 1.6
hectare lot for proposed rural residential use.

BACKGROUND:

1. Resource Issues:

Information currently available at this office indicates that the retained parcel contains Irish
Crecek, floodplain, portions of the Provincially Significant Cranberry Oil Well Bog Wetland
Complex and the allowances adjacent to these features.

The lands to be severed contain a small area of floodplain and are within the allowance
adjacent to the Provincially Significant Cranberry Oil Well Bog Wetland Complex.

2. Legislative/Policy Requirements and Implications:

The circulated information indicates that a building envelope is available on the severed
parcel that is set back at least 30 metres from the wetlands. As such, we do not anticipate
any negative impacts to the wetlands as a result of the proposed severance. Depending on
the location of future development on the severed parcel, further study may be needed to
support a GRCA permit application.

Due to the presence of the above-noted features, portions of the severed and retained parcels
are regulated by the GRCA under Ontario Regulation 150/06 - Development, Interference
with Wetlands and Alterations to Shorelines and Watercourses Regulation. Any future
development or other alteration within the regulated areas on the subject lands will require
